“Which is why it reacts so badly- the mana you channel into the spellform is too much for it, and it shatters the spellform,” Alustin said. “Your new spellform, however, did not shatter, since you gave it the capacity to handle your mana.”

He’d tried to simply use the aiming lines from the standard levitation spell, but it was far from that simple- it turned out that the different foundation line changed the requirements for the aiming line. So he had to figure out how to adjust the aiming lines appropriately. 

When he tried it again, it didn’t try to crumple the levitated object, but it did spin it at a high speed. It seemed that the changes to the aiming lines necessitated that they be moved slightly farther down the definitive lines, which in turn…
